The stages of
the emergence of the Kazakh diaspora in the period of tsarist Russia, the USSR and sovereign
Kazakhstan are considered.In the course of studying this discipline, students form ideas about
compatriots living abroad, the reasons and ways of their departure abroad, the current situation and the
possibility of expanding or reducing this process in the future.

5.Competence: Know the basics of ethnography, understand the classification of peoples and the
concepts of “ethnicity”, “diaspora”, master the problems of the history and culture of diasporas.
6.Expected result: Students get acquainted with the history of the formation of Kazakh diasporas
abroad, analyze the problems of preserving and developing the cultures of the Kazakh diaspora
